State Horsemen’s Association. The organization must have a set of clearly defined rules, regulations and qualifications for the State Champion. 

Criteria – Horse/Equine:  
• Nominated horse/equine’s owner must be a Norco resident or have been subsequent to the time of achievement or the horse/equine was in training and 

resided at a Norco facility at the time of achievement and the horse/equine must have won a State Championship at a State sanctioned organization show.  
Criteria – Equitation/Jockey/Rodeo/Junior/Amateur Rider:  

• Nominated rider must be a Norco resident or have been subsequent to the time of achievement or the rider   was actively in training at a Norco facility at the 
time of achievement and the rider must have won a State Championship at a State sanctioned organization show.  

Criteria – Breeder:  
• Nominated breeder must be a Norco resident and owner at the time of the foal’s birth or have been subsequent to the foal’s birth and must be officially 

listed as the breeder by the appropriate registry and must have been the breeder of three (3) foals who have won a sanctioned State Championship. 
Criteria – Trainer:  

• Nominated trainer must be a Norco resident or the training facility worked at must be in Norco or have been subsequent to the time of achievement and the 
trainer must have trained horse/equine or equitation riders that have won five (5) State Championships at State sanctioned organization shows.
